For 100 years, the Boy Scouts of America has partnered with community organizations to 

deliver action-packed programs that capture the imagination and spirit of Americaôs youth.

Last year, the Westchester-Putnam Council partnered with 219 schools, churches, busi-

nesses, service clubs, and other civic organizations that collectively charter 289 Scout units 

and Learning for Life groups which served 10,657 boys and girls.

Urban Scouting Program for At-Risk Youth 

 

Through strategic partnerships and a full-time program specialist, Scouting works directly 

with more than 800 youth in targeted urban areas providing a traditional Scouting program 

and outdoor camping opportunities.  The program overcomes the financial and leadership 

barriers of the past, opening doors in high priority neighborhoods of Yonkers, Mount 

Vernon, White Plains, Port Chester, New Rochelle and Peekskill to the exciting world of 

Scouting.  Special funding to make this program available is provided by private grants and 

income from our ñGood Scoutò Award Dinner.
